This Safe Routes to School
pedestrian and bike path project
was created to enable and
encourage children, including
those with disabilities, to walk
and bicycle between Scotts
Valley High School and Vine Hill
Elementary School through the
future site of Shugart Park. 1,000
feet of 12ft-wide sinuous trail and
two new bridges now connect the
schools and make bicycling and
walking to school safer and more
appealing. The bridges, one 60ft
and the other 50ft, cross two
tributary streams to Carbonera
Creek and provide an accessible
path of travel across the foothill
landscape.

Our thoughtful design
used shallow spread footings
instead of conventional drilled
